Hiking trip to the NOVY HRAD (New Castle):

Highlights:
NOVY HRAD (New Castle), leafy forests, and beautiful hike in autumn 

Starting Point: town ADAMOV (it is about 17 km north of BRNO) 


Ending Point: town of ADAMOV

Rating:

1. At the bookstore buy a hiking map called „OKOLÍ BRNA Moravský Kras“ – Moravian Karst, No. 86. Scaled 1:50 000

2. Starting point is from ADAMOV, get there by car or by train (BRNO-ADAMOV).

3. From ADAMOV follow the GREEN sign for the hikers or the yellow sign for the cyclists up the SVITAVA River for about 3 km.  

4. Just before the road merges to the busy road for the cars, turn right up the hill and follow the red sign all the way to the top of the hill with the NOVY HRAD CASTLE.  The climb is steep, but it takes you there very quickly.   Have a beer in a cosy castle pub there and enjoy the nice vistas from the castle tower.

5. From there follow the RED sign for the hikers, at the first crossroad turn left and follow the direction OLOMUCANY.  After another 2 km you come to another crossroad, turn right there and follow the YELLOW sign for the hikers.  It is a good downhill; it is even more fun on the bike.

6. As soon as you hit the asphalt road, turn right and after 1 km you are back in ADAMOV.
